While there was strong
opposition to the foolish policy of
inoreasing tho burdens of taxation In
Italy, a very alight degreo of hostllity
wag¢ manifested towards Humbert por-
vonally, and there is already abundant
and most conclusive evidence that his
"taking off'* by an pssassin, under the
Influences of ‘‘revolutionosry anarchy,”
which menacas law and order every-
where, {8 most keonly regretted by the
great mana of the Itallan peopls.

It hea been no ceeret for some time in
Italy that agitation has been openly
carried on for Lhe estdblishnicnt of a
republi¢ in placoe of # kingdom, But the
movement In favor of a republie, so far
at lenct ns thoss who favor ilberty as
svell as law I3 concerned, has unques-
tionably received n very serious setback
by the insensats d»ed of the aesassin of
Humbert,

Unleas, therefore, the new king of
Italy manifests an jrresolution and In-

There are many things of interest in

Topsileld, Including houses which hiave
been the homes of familics for several
senerations.,
L'Fhe oldest dwelling now inhabited is
the Andrews house, on_the turnpike,
which was erected {n 1675, The second
oldert resldence is the ‘Parson Capen'
house, near the Methodist church. The
latter was bullt in 1886, and the follow-
Ing story renders it interesting:

“In the witcheraft gerlod (1692) it was
the parsonage of the Congregational
church. One Sunday Rey Joseph Capen,
while preaching a thrilling sermon on
totnl depravity, experienced a premoni-
{fon that somcthlng was wrong at Home,
left t{lo cohgregation in the midst of the
service, went to his house and thero
found hls worst cnemy, ?Id Satan him-
sélf. Mrs Capen had a female servant
who had been reading a book which
otight nat to have been perused on the
Sabbath day, and that caused the devil
to appear and claim her for his own,

“As gon'as Mr Capen reanllzed the se-
rlousness of the situatjoh, he concejved
of A plan to got rld of his Satanic ma-
esty, Rtetirlng from the room, he. se-
cured a hal€ bushel of flaxseed and came
back to the apartment where the devil
sat, The sced was turned on the floor
and then Mr Capen sald lo Satan If he
succecded {n picking up theseed, kernel
by kernel, before he (Capen) had rend
backward word hy word what the girl
had read, then Satan could have her,

“Mr Capen finlshed his task first and
Satan had to retire through a rathole in
the floor, Tha hole, it is claimed, 19 vis-
ible in the floor at (he present time."

The Dexter dwelling, near the stone
brldﬁe on tho turnpike, Is fthother land-
matk of conslderable Intcrest, having
bten erected in 1760 by Dr Richard Dox.
ter, Under the gnarled pine trees;pear
the houso a delachment of Arnold's ex-
peditlon encamped while on thelr home-
ward march from Quebec,

The house and farm are now in the
possession of tho Essex agricultural po-
ciely, but unless the provisions of the
hequest are forever carrfed out In mak-
ing the farm an experimental statlon,

the property@§ill go to the Massachu-
sctts general Rospital,

The academy bullding was erected in
1828, It IS now occupled by the grami
mar and high schools. Exeroires con-
nected with the first field meeting of
tho Essex institute wete held in this
structure in 1856,

The C

pike Is also another place of intereost.
1t i the site’ of the Turnpike hotel,
where gathered the Essex junta in 1808,
Here, in 1820, met the Marex county
convention, which established lyceums
in Salem, Lynn and other pilaces. The
Essex county natural history soclal?'
was organized at this spot in . April,

3, One and oné-half miles from tha
town hall, on Esty hi}l, 1a the Péirce
farm, formerly owned by Benjamin W,
Crowninshleld, secretary of the U 8
navy for flve years following 1814, The
houce where lived Mary Esty, the so-
called witch, was occupied by him.

Pine Grove cemetery, onec-half mile
fromy the town hall, I8 also a place of
much interest, Here may be seon a
monument erected by Mormons to the
memory of the ancestors of Joseph
Smith, the prophot, whose father was a
native of Topsfield. His g¥andfather,
Asahel Smith, removed from this town
to Tunbridge, Vt, in 1793, and bore the
name of “Crook-Necked Smith ” In the
eemetery Parson Capen’s carved heads
stone stands, it I8 _claimed, on the spi)t
where once was located the pulpit in
the first church, A stone erected in 1707
to the memory of Mary Lefavour ig In-
seribed as follows:

The Holmes house, on the easterly
side of the common, {8 now tiged as the
parsonage of the Congregational chureh.
The original owner, harles 1lenry
Holmes, was & feel 8 inches In hight,
and without question one of the tatlest
natlves of New England, Ie was horn
in Alfred, Mo, hig fdathér béing John
Holines, the first U 8 senator from that
state. Chatles H. Holmes {vag grddu-
ated from Brown university and by pro.
fesston was a lawyer, but more widely
known as n poet. He died July 14, 1984,
74 vears old, from the effects of sun-
stroke.

1t i{a pertinent to say that Topsfleld
has at lepst one daughter, There is a
town of thig name In the southeast cor-
ner of Moine, its carliest settlor bolng
Nehemiah Xneeland, a native of this
town, who In 1831 drew his family upoh
a handsied inta the territory and erected
tho first log cabin.

OLD SOUTI ROW.

Of the thousands who hurry up and
down Washington st every day, thero
ara few who w!H nof ba surprised to
hear that the block which exteénds from
8pring lane to tho Old South meeting
house was the first brick bloek for
business purpottes ever erected In Bos-
ton, Furthetmore, the presence among
us still of people within whose lifetimo

-

town of wobd, glves us a clear intima-
tion of the youth of the.elty as wo see
it today. .

The block of Ittle thtee-story bulld-
ings referred to wadg bullt In 1798, and
was called Bouth row, toé distinzulsh it
from West row, bullt about the same
tfime, and also stlif standing, on the
solith side of Court st, botween Stod-
dard and Bulfinth st. South row, with
the Oid South meeting house, occupy
substantiaily the homesfead lot of Gov
Winthrop durihg the last nine years of
lits lfe, or from 1641 to 1649, His dwell-
ing, which was of the old-fashioned
faim house style, with roof sloping
nearly t6 the ground behind, stood
dbout opposite the foot of Hchool st. 1t
was of wood, of course, and faced to-
ward Milk st, having an extensive lawn
fn front, on the extiémity of which the
meeting house was eventually erected,
the old house serving as a parsonage
for aboiit & céntufy,

DHER ON WASHINGTON 8T,

Onoe end of the houso being toward
Washington st, the front door was ap-
prodched by & walk that led from a
gate opposite the end of School st. A
femate diarist of the last century, whose
ancestors were intimately associated
with Winthrop, has recorded that the
governor had a deer park within his
green, and although it seems odd that
no one cise has aver mentioned the
fact, there 1y nothing improbable in it,
a8 Craddock had one at the same time
on the bank of the Mysifc, 1n Malden,
probahbly des!gned less for esthetlc pur-
poses than as a means of supplying the
family table with venison at a time
when beef was very scarce, and when
distinguished guests were llable to
welk {n unheralded aimost any day.
An early deed of an adjoining estate,
In which the governor’s green {s  re-
terred to as ‘the common,” Impiies that
it must have been something of a pub-
Me resort. -

WINTHROP'S LITTLE JOKE.

In the old Winthrop house the gov-
ernor somotimes had judiclal sessions
in his spacious front hall, and many in-
oldents fraught with far-reaching im-
port to the destiny of the nation took
place therein. An episdde that reveals
a pleasing, it rather unfamiliar side to
the charactet of the grim old governor,
hag been perpetuated through the agen-
cy of one of his Intimates. In the rear
of that nest of modern printers in
Spring lane, known as the Old South
chapel, was the governor's wood yatd,
from .which, one cold winter, a poor
neighbor was In the habit of surrept!-
tiously abstracting a good-sized stick,
now afnd then,

Another neighbor one day informed
Gov Winthrop, who, with a frown, ex-
claimed: “Steals my wood, does he?
Send the man to me, #nd I warfant

lyou 'l cure him of.it." Having: in

Roston was known as an inflammmable’

mind that all wood used for fuel in the
town was necessarlly brought from
the country, and was conseauently ex-
pensive, the governor sald to the cul-
prit, who tremblingly appeared before
him: ““This is a cold, hard winter, friend,
and 1 doubt you are but poorly provided
with wood, 1 have sent for you ta tell
yoit that you are welcome to supply
yourself at my woodplle till the winter
Is over.” As thé man went out, cov-
ered with confusion, the governor said
to his Informant, no doubt with a twin-
kle in his eye: “Ilave I not cured him
of his steallng?"

BOSTON'S RICHEST CHURCH!,

After Gov Winthrop’s death the house
passed into the posession of Rev John
Norlon, assistant pastoy of the First
church, and one of the chiof persccutors
of the Quakers, who affected to per-
cefve an act of retributjve justica when
the old minister drooped dead from apo-
plexy one day while toasting hls shins
before the fireplace, Mrs Norton pave
the south end of her green to the South
soclety for thelr church tn 1669, and at
her death left the socioty the entire
property, which today ylelds the chirch
an almost princely income.

During the revolutton the Britlsh, who
desocrated the Old Bouth by turnlhg it
into a riding gchool, also demolished
the old Winthrop house for firewood
and cut down a row of beautiful old
treos “which extended along the side-
walk in front of the whole estate. Af-
téer the present block was bullt, the
walk in front of it formed the faghion-
ablo promenade of the town for many
years, whero’ the smart set of those
days could ba seen In pleasant weather
in all its alrs and fAnery. ,

ODD MEMENTOES OF THE DEAD,

There were (wo particularly diable
funerals from the old \\'lhthro)p House—
that of Qov Winthrop In 1649, at Which
the Anclent ang Honorable artillery
company used up a barrel and a half of
powder that.dld not belong to them ih
tiring salutes, and had to get the legls-
lature to legalize {t—and the funetal of
Mrs Mary Notton in 1678, {n conncotion
with ,whloh $5 was spent for the cofiln
and $3 for wine—and 381 pairs of gloves
wereo dlsh;lbulcd among the mourners
as saouVen.rs.
